If your child needs to be absent from school due to an appointment, please send a note 

to your child’s class teacher in advance.  

 

Being collected by somebody else after school 

After school, if your child is going to be collected by somebody else, please send a note 

to your child’s class teacher to state that you give permission for this person to collect 

your child from school. 

 

Taking your child out of school during school hours 

If you child is taken ill at school and you are asked to come and collect your child, 

please ensure that you sign your child out at the Primary administration office before 

leaving the school.  

 

Holidays / Leave  

If you wish to take extra leave outside of the school holiday dates, permission has to be 

granted in advance by Ms. Catherine Copeland, the Primary Principal. Copies of the 

Request for Leave of Absence form can be found in the Primary office.

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New arrival procedure for taxis 

Commencing the first school day, we would to like to request that if your child is 

transported via taxi to school, that the taxi driver enter the back lane behind the 

school to assist in the safe drop off / pick up for your children.  There has been an area 

designated, indicated by a painted yellow line on the driveway, adjacent to the primary 

playground of the school where we would like to request that ALL taxis wait.  

The gates behind the school will be open for taxis only, and following the drop off of 

the students, the taxi can then proceed to the end of the lane, and exit via sensor.  

Parents assisting their children in entering the building may enter the primary 

playground from that fenced area, and also access the taxis at the same location to 

exit. 

We are hoping that this new procedure will allow for a safer drop off and pick up 

procedure for your children, as well as maintain our parking arrangements with our local 

business neighbours.  Please request that your taxi driver does not block other vehicles 

from entering this laneway.  Many of our staff uses this area to park their own vehicles. 

 

Please note that PD clubs, which take place after school, will not start until October. 

More information regarding activity choices and registration will be communicated soon. 

Therefore school ends at 15:15 for all students until this time.
